2,15  hours driving time,  distance: 102 km 

Points of interest: 

Weidelsburg largest castle ruin in North Hesse with a wide view over the landscape  

Naumburg  medieval town with many half-timbered houses 

Edersee   visit Waldeck Castle with hotel/restaurant and a beautiful view over the 

  Edersee, ride with the cable car down to the lake, walk over the barrage  

Bad Wildungen  one of German largest spa with a glamorous, picturesque town center 

Dome of Fritzlar  Romanesque abbey and church in the center town of the half-timbered 

  city of Fritzlar 

Garvensburg  Romanesque castle surrounded by a scenic park, with restaurant/café 
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Fabulous Sababurg and River Weser 
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Wilhelmstal Castle – Sababurg (castle an zoo) – Hemeln – Hann-Münden - 

Espenau – Ahnatal 

(2 hours driving time, distance: 87 km) 

 

Points of interest: 

Wilhelmstal Castle one of Germany’s most beautiful rococo castles with a large country park 

Sababurg zoo zoo from the 16th century with rare domestic animals and native wild  

  animals, children’s zoo, bird of prey demonstration 

Primeval forest one of Germany‘s oldest Nature Reserve with ancient giant trees 

Sababurg  castle of the Sleeping Beauty – hotel/restaurant/café with picturesque  

  rosegarden, every Saturday afternoon the Sleeping Beauty gives an  

  audience  

Cable ferry Hemeln romantic cable ferry across the river Weser 

Hann-Münden half-timbered jewel and town of the three rivers, where  

  the rivers  Fulda and Weser meet to form the Weser 
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Kassel  

Kassel: Wilhelmshöhe Castle with mountain park – Fridericianum (Jordaens 

exhibition) – documenta-Halle (Brother Grimm jubilee exhibition) - 10 km one way 

Points of interest: 

Wilhelmshöhe Castle   museum with a large picture gallery,  

   especially of  dutch painting 

Wilhelmshöhe Mountain Park Europes biggest mountain park, declared to be   

   UNESCO world heritage, with historic water displays every  

   Wednesday and Sunday afternoon  

Museum Fridericianum one of the oldest museum buildings on the European  

   continent, current exhibition  about the paintings of Jacob  

   Jordaens 

Documenta-Halle  Expedition GRIMM: Centre jubilee exhibition on the lifetime  

   achievement of the Brothers Grimm on the occasion of the  

   200th Anniversary of the Grimm’s fairy tales.
